                Going Way Beyond  
 

Last summer, Rick Guthrie and I had 

lunch with Horace Tipton, a Memphian 

who is now an agricultural missionary 

to Kenya.  Most Kenyans are 

subsistence farmers; they are barely 

able to produce enough food for their 

families to survive, but not enough to 

educate their children, to provide health 

care, to purchase those things we 

consider necessities, or to share with 

others.  When a drought hits, they don‘t 

merely face hardship, they face 

starvation.  By introducing new 

agricultural and business methods, 

Horace and his team have been able to 

help hundreds move their families way 

beyond subsistence, in some cases 

doubling their income to just under 

$1,000 a year. 
 

What a terrible thing to live a life of 

subsistence!  Unfortunately, 

many of us do just that.  

I‘m not talking about our 

finances—no matter how 

tight things are—none of us 

live in thatched-roof dirt-

floor huts.  I‘m talking about our souls, 

which are way more important than our 

finances.  Like the first century 

Christians in Laodicea, Jesus says, 

―You say, ‗I am rich; I have acquired 

wealth and do not need a thing.‘ But 

you do not realize that you are 

wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and 

naked.‘‖ (Revelation 3:17)  It is time to 

move way beyond subsistence for our 

souls!  As Jesus proclaimed, ―...I came 

that they may have life, and have it 

abundantly.‖ (John 10:10)  
 

So how do we move way beyond 

subsistence for our souls?  Like those 

subsistence farmers in Kenya, it is time 

to learn and put into practice some new  

Subsistence 
 

methods.  Here are a few that have 

proved effective over the centuries: 

weekly corporate worship, daily personal 

Bible study and prayer, prayer retreats, 

small group Bible study, small group 

prayer times, meditating on God‘s Word 

and the work of His hands, receiving 

prayer ministry from others, formal 

confession, fasting, practicing simplicity, 

and practicing solitude (See Richard 

Foster‘s,  The Celebration of Discipline).  

During this Lenten season, with God‘s 

help, why not make a commitment right 

now to move way beyond spiritual 

subsistence. 
 

When will you know you have truly 

moved beyond spiritual subsistence, 

indeed living the ―abundant‖ life?  When 

you go beyond just being a receiver of 

God‘s blessings.  When you have an 

abundance to share with 

family, friends, and even 

strangers.  Here are a few 

examples of sharing from 

the overflow of an 

abundant life: discipling 

someone younger in the faith, going on a 

mission trip, assisting someone in 

financial need, making time for the 

wounded, praying over others, teaching 

the Bible to others, the list goes on and 

on. 
 

Like the Kenyan farmers, are you willing 

to try some new methods to grow your 

spiritual crop?  If so, you will move way 

beyond spiritual subsistence and have an 

abundance to share with those in spiritual 

need.

Prayer for Mission 

One of the challenges of Anglican worship (for me anyway) is making sure the liturgy doesn't  become just rote 

words week after week.  After all God is God of relationships not rote responses. 

Take this part of our regular worship for instance: 

Lord Jesus Christ, 

you stretched out your arms of love on the hard wood of the cross that everyone might come within the reach of your 

saving embrace.  

So clothe us in your Spirit that we, reaching forth our hands in love, may bring those who do not know you to the 

knowledge and love of you, for the honor of your name. Amen.  
 

This has been prayed for as long as I can remember at Faith and it speaks to our ongoing 'theme' at Faith Anglican - outreach to 

others.  The part I struggle with is the part that says, 'we, reaching forth our hands in love . . .' - I'm not good at that yet.  And 

the part that says "we . .  may bring those . . "  How good are you at that part? 
 

The Reverend Canon Neal Michell, formerly rector of Church of the Redeemer here in Memphis and now Canon Missioner for 

the Episcopal Diocese of Dallas recently wrote,  

"I come to this conversation as a congregational development consultant.  I study numbers to understand trends and 

help churches grow.   

The culture of many Episcopal churches --both current and former--is generally not one of evangelistic fervor.  The de-

cline in the Episcopal Church has been constant since 1965.  Leaving the Episcopal Church, while it may relieve some 

self-inflicted theological unease, is not a guarantee of growth.  Christ Church in Plano (Texas) is a wonderful Church.  

Their average Sunday attendance has declined by several hundred since they left the Episcopal Church. 

I guess what I am trying to say is that an orthodox church that is not involved in mission is still just as dormant as the 

Episcopal Church as a whole is.  Besides rejoicing in its orthodoxy, it still may not be faithfully using the talents that 

God has given the church.  Just being orthodox in theology is not enough."  

Being in a "good place" in our beliefs is not enough if we are not reaching out to others with the Good News in Jesus Christ. 

Each of us must decide how to reach out to others.  Not everyone can do everything but each of us can do something.  In two 

articles in our next newsletter, I will discuss how to use your natural giftings from God to reach out to others AND how to craft 

your testimony into a "30 Second Elevator Speech" which may make it easier to share with others. 

Next time we pray the prayer for Mission, ask the Lord how you can 'reach forth your hands in love' to those who do not know 

the living God.

In God's Strength 

"The Lord is my strength and my song;  He has become my salvation.  He is my God, and I will praise Him,                               

My father's God, and I will exalt Him."

God is so good, generously bestowing undeserved blessings upon us.  I would like to share my most recent 

blessing with you. 

 

I have struggled with self-discipline issues for 40 years and have tried repeatedly to give it to God or make progress in His 

strength.  Whether He was not ready to "fix" the problem sooner or I didn't truly give it to Him any earlier, I don't  know, only He 

knows.  I do know that by waiting 40 years for improvement in this area, ALL glory goes to God, for I know it was not of my 

own doing. 

 

On my way to work last week I was thinking and praying about not being able to get myself out of bed in time for my quiet time 

on mornings when I have to be at work early.  There were dishes in the sink from the night before that I didn't have time to tend 

to and hadn't wanted to do the night before, therefore, they would be there when I came home and needed to start dinner, which 

would cause me not to want to cook because "the kitchen is a mess."  I felt guilty for not putting God first and being willing to 

get up in time to seek His priorities and will for my day.  I won't continue listing all my faults right here, but there are other self-

discipline areas that frustrate me as well.  God helped me to identify that my most paralyzing sins all fell under "lack of self-

discipline". 

 

I got to work and when it was time for devotional before we opened to store (I work at LifeWay Christian Store), I went to the 

shelf and picked up one of my favorite devotionals, Holiness Day by Day by Jerry Bridges, opened it to P.95 titled "The Self-

Discipline Approach" and knew God had been listening and was ready to get busy on me, I was ready as well.  Jerry Bridges 

spoke of Jonathan Edwards having made a list of "spiritual disciplines and guidelines for conduct", so I decided to make a list of 

my "change of bad habits goals" when I got home from work.  I spent time in prayer and Bible reading first and then began the 

list, not insurmountable, but definitely not something I could do on my own, I had tried repeatedly.  At the end of the list I gave it 

to God, gave Him the glory and acknowledge my past failures in my own attempts. 

 

Well, it's been over a week now and God has enabled me to do amazingly well on my goals.  The difference between this time 

and my previous attempts is the peace He has given me through this.  Before it had been a major struggle as I mentioned earlier, 

and I would still fail, now it requires some effort on my part, but He has done and is doing the work. Mainly this has been a won-

derful exciting blessing that He has given me, and I am "confident of this, that He who began a good work in [me] will carry it on 

to completion…" Philippians 1:6 (NIV) 

A dear friend of mine says that now I have "God-discipline" instead of self-discipline!
