Our Rich World-Wide Anglican Worship Heritage

What a joy to be a Christian! To be born
again by the gift of God through the
crucified, resurrected and ascended Jesus! To
be filled with the Holy Spirit, the gift Jesus
sent on Pentecost! Unlike ancient Judaism,
which was dependent upon temple worship in
Jerusalem, Jesus has commanded us to be
witnesses “to the ends of the earth” (Acts
1:8). Temple sacrifices are no longer needed,
for Jesus is “the Lamb of God, who takes
away the sin of the world” (John 1:29); “He
is the atoning sacrifice for our sins.” (1 John
2:2).

As a growing world-wide church, God is
worshipped in almost every culture,
language, and race. As the third largest
Christian body in the world, Anglican
worship is indeed world-wide. All Anglicans
worship using the Book of Common Prayer.
Our first one was authored in 1549 by
Archbishop of Canterbury, Thomas Cranmer.
Over the past five centuries the Book of
Common Prayer (often called the Prayer
Book) has stayed remarkably consistent, yet
has been adapted to the common language of
the day and the local culture. In America our
most recent Prayer Books have been the
Episcopal 1892, 1928, and 1979 books of
Common Prayer. Over the past several years,
we only used Eucharistic Prayers A, B, and C
of the 1979 Episcopal Prayer Book.

During my sabbatical and over the past
several months I have had the blessed
opportunity to review several of the newer
English language Prayer Books from around
the world — an amazingly rich offering of
liturgy and prayer. The two which are most
similar to the American Prayer Book, but
offer unique and powerful ways of praying
are the Southeast Asia Prayer Book and the

Kenyan Prayer Book.
I have not only studied these liturgical
prayers, but also prayed them many times at
our bishop’s church in Little Rock and at
Anglican Mission Winter conferences. Both
are widely accepted, used, and loved
throughout the Anglican Mission. Here’s a
peek. The final blessing in the Kenyan
Prayer Book goes like this:
“Christ the Son of Righteousness shine
upon you and scatter the darkness from
before your path; and the blessing of God
Almighty, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, be
among you, and remain with you always.
Amen.”

The Southeast Asia Post Communion prayer
begins with these words:
“Father of all, we give you thanks and
praise, that when we were still far off you
met us in your Son and brought us home.
Dying and living, he declared your love,
gave us grace, and opened the gate of
glory...”
We will continue to primarily use Eucharistic
prayers A, B, and C from the American Prayer
Book, but look forward to experiencing the
rich heritage of our Anglican Tradition this
Pentecost through the use of the Southeast
Asia Prayer Book prayers, and this Advent
through the Kenyan Prayer Book prayers. In
the next few weeks samples of these prayers
should be available in the narthex, and I
welcome your feedback. May our praise to
Almighty God be lifted with one voice with
our Anglican brothers and sisters throughout

Worship is always on my mind. True, real worship of our magnifi-
cent God—what is it? What does it mean and how do we partici-
pate in it? “| asked one of our Youth Crew leaders, Matthew
Brewer, and here is what he had to say”

“What is worship? In today's society, we often have a skewed view
of worship. Oftentimes we worship and idolize musicians, actors,
and sports heroes. What we forget is that there is only and has only
ever been One that is worthy of worship, and that is Jesus Christ.
He deserves all of our worship and all of our praise. If we are giv-
ing him the honor that is due Him, then there will be no worship left
for anyone else.

Even in the Church world, there is often a skewed view of worship.
Many times it is easy to get caught up in the moment or the circum-
stances, and we begin to idolize the musicians that are leading the
worship. One reason that this happens is because there are many
bands out there that play Christian music because it was an easy
way to get into the business. They are performers rather than Christ
honoring worship enhancers. It is often hard to decipher between
true worship and false worship.

Worship is just a conversation with the Creator of the universe.
Worship can be loud and boisterous, and at other times it can be
very quiet and contemplative. As young people, we have to be care-
ful that our worship is not determined by the band, the tempo, and
the beat, but rather the Person that has called us to worship. There
is nothing that God desires more than to hear the praise of His peo-
ple.

Do you remember the excitement at Youth Quake? Do you remem-
ber the feelings that were in your heart as we worshipped the Lord
together? That same feeling can be with us each and every time we
meet. It does not require a band, it does not require a catchy tune,
and it does not require an upbeat atmosphere. It simply requires our
heart. If our hearts are tuned into God and we are focused on Him,
then worship begins simply with our hearts saying, Jesus, we love
You.” Susan Blackburn

Sharing Your Faith - Our Ministry of Reconciliation
Let's face it; there is no perfect 'method' of sharing your faith. Yet
many of us are hesitant for fear of looking foolish. After all , our
belief in Jesus Christ is highly personal and not often something that
just "pops up" in conversation.

St. Peter wrote, "But dedicate your lives to Christ as Lord. Always

be ready to defend your confidence [in God] when anyone asks you
to explain it. However, make your defense with gentleness and re-

spect." 1 Peter 3:15 GWT

This seems to assume that your manner of life will cause some to ask
you about your hope. St. Francis was purported to say, "Preach the
gospel at all times, and when necessary use words." 1 don't think
this means we shouldn't use words; but that our life should line up
with our testimony.

One blogger I read in preparing this article said this, "When in At-
lanta, I will give people free tokens to ride the train system, but I tell
them as a Christian I love to bless people. That can really spark a
conversation. One lady said, I sure wish there were more Christians
like you around. If I would have just handed her the token, I would
have never heard that statement from her. I will buy peoples grocer-
ies at the grocery store. Now I do try to avoid the family of eight
though! I will say something like Jesus said, it is more blessed to
give than receive, and I want to live that way too."

Through whatever means, once you have a person's attention what do
you say? Do you "preach" at them? At our recent Discipleship
Weekend, Jay Fowler shared how he used questions and listening to
share his faith. In other words be more interested in the other person
than in yourself. Ask them something about themselves that you
observe or notice and let the sharing grow out of this conversation.

At some point, whatever the 'method', you will have need of the
words to share about Jesus. Jay Fowler suggests you spend some
time preparing on the following steps: Before Christ - what were you
like before knowing Christ? What was your outlook? What were
you looking for?

How did you become a Christian? What changed your think-

ing? Specifically, what did you do to receive Christ? After Christ -
How did your life change after starting to live for Christ? How have
your actions and attitudes changed?

Then throw it back to them with a question: "Can you relate to any of
this?" or "Does any of this make sense to you?"

Finally, Jay gives us some steps on "how to start a spiritual conversa-
tion (and how to end it!).
1) Pray for opportunity to genuinely love people and have a
spiritual conversation.
2) Take interest in their lives
3) Drop hints and Keep the ball in their court by asking questions.
4) Find things you can agree with and be affirming.
5) Again, ask questions and LISTEN.
6) Wait for them to ask you - and keep praying while you're talking
to them.
7) Get to Jesus if possible.
8) Thank them for sharing and change the subject ("Ever been to
Graceland?")
If you've never shared your faith or if you do it all the time - take

time to prepare both spiritually and naturally to "defend your
confidence in God."

Clint is
American Indian and a registered Mohawk and Oneida tribal
member. Both of Clint's parents were born and raised on an
Indian reservation. Clint was born and raised in Canada,
affiliated with Grand River of the Six Nations near the To-
ronto/Hamilton area.

Clint came to Memphis to attend college and has remained
here. He became a Christian during that time. Clint is active
in ministry in his church (mission trips to Indian reservations
inclusive). Clint's heart is especially for a minstry he started
called Native American Indigenous Ministry. For at least
200 years various ethnic groups of Christians have
come to the shores of the Americas and evangelized Native
American peoples. Yet there remains only a 3% conversion
rate to Christ among Native American peoples. Clint asks:
"Shouldn't this raise some questions?" Clint loves working
with people who share a vision and goal of Native American
people reaching Native American people. He can speak with
us about the Native American cultures.
