Will they end up as FROGs? ï 

Fully Relying On God. Children and 

grandchildren learn behavior and attitudes by 

what they see and hear from the adults in 

their lives.  In Deuteronomy chapter six,  God 

tells the adults, ñLove the LORD your God 

with all your heart and with all your soul and 

with all your strength.  These commandments 

that I give you today are to be upon your 

hearts.ò  We canôt give what we donôt have.  

Then He tells them, ñImpress them [Godôs 

commandments] on your children. Talk about 

them when you sit at home and when you 

walk along the road, when you lie down and 

when you get up.ò  In other words, go way 

beyond weekly worship, Sunday school, 

AWANA, and Youth Crew ð take every 

opportunity to share Godôs Word with your 

children, find ways to create ñteachable 

moments.ò 
 

I love the testimony of Asaph, who in Psalm 

78 said: 

4We will not hide them [teachings 

from Godôs Word] from their 

children; we will tell the next 

generation the praiseworthy deeds 

of the LORD, his power, and the 

wonders he has done. 
 

5He decreed statutes for Jacob and 

established the law in Israel, which 

he commanded our forefathers to 

teach their children,  
 

6so the next generation would 

know them, even the children yet 

to be born, and they in turn would 

tell their children. 
 

7Then they would put their trust 

in God and would not forget his 

deeds but would keep his 

commands. 

Both ñby word and example,ò you are telling 

the next generation something.  Is what 

youôre telling them, helping them ñput their 

trust in Godò?  If not, thereôs time for you to 

repent (change).  Study Deuteronomy chapter 

six and Psalm 78.  Seek out wise Christian 

counsel.  Through both word and example, 

turn those tadpoles in to FROGs!

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I Timothy 4:12 says:  ñNo one should despise your youth; instead, 

you should be an example to the believers in speech, in conduct, in 

love, in faith, in purity.ò  These words are pretty convicting.

Now, I am typically a óNoles fan, but in this case, 

Iôve crossed the line and become a Gators fanðbut only because 

of this young man who showed up, played football, and lived his 

life publicly as in the 1 Timothy passage (no, heôs not perfect, but 

heôs a pretty good role model).  When Tim accepted the honor of 

the Heisman trophy award, the very first person he gave thanks to 

publicly was our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ who gave him the 

gifts he has used to excel in the sport, and the character traits nec-

essary for commitment and teamwork. 

He also gave tribute to his parentsðnot for providing his iPod, car, 

personal trainer, trip to wherever for summer vacation, or freedom 

to go out and find himself.  Instead, he talks about his Dad, who 

instilled faith and character by living it out every day as a role 

model for him and his siblings, and his Mom, who daily taught him 

Scripture and Godly character traits.  He talks about how they 

never wavered in these habits (these are two role models for us 

parents to stop and reflect on).  As we look back on the school year 

just past, and forward to the coming summer months and whatever 

lies beyond them, may we consider what God has done in us, and 

seek what He is asking us to do so that we can strive to become the 

examples and role models this culture so desperately needs.

Growing in Faith 

Are you growing in faith?  Watching our little tomato plants push up 

through the rich soil in their little peat pots reminded me of how our 

faith grows.  Protected and well-fed, always moist, our little sprouts 

began to grow, but weak and spindly, just surviving, even in the 

sunny window.  A fellow gardener suggested we stroke the tops of the 

new plants to simulate wind blowing on them to strengthen their 

stems.  ñTicklingò their leaves did help but still they were a pale 

green.  When the temperatures warmed up at night, we put the pots 

out on the patio still keeping them moist, allowing them more sun, 

taking care not to ñsunburn.ò  They still were small, but we finally 

planted them in the garden, where they had to face the hot sun, the 

strong winds and heavy rainstorms.  They are growing by inches 

every day.  Apparently they prosper with a little hardship.  We are 

looking forward to the fruit they will bear in the near future. 

Sometimes we find ourselves surviving spiritually, but not growing in 

our faith.  We are blessed to sit under a knowledgeable Bible scholar, 

experience spirit-filled worship, and good Christian fellowship, but 

God is calling us to something more:  His Great Commission to make 

disciples of all people.  Weathering the hardships of the world causes 

us to turn to Christ in our need.  Facing the tension of a society that 

ignores Godôs Word requires us to stand firm in our beliefs.  Stepping 

out of our comfort zone into a ministry area exposes our dependence 

on His Love, His Grace and His Strength.  Every Sunday I look up at 

the lectern and remember Jamesô words, ñBe doers of the Word (not 

hearers only).ò 

My fellow missionaries are stepping out in faith to travel to Standing 

Rock to minister to and with the people there.  Many people are in-

volved in other areas of ministry here at Faith, like visitation of the 

sick and feeding the men at the 8th Street Mission, Praying, teaching a 

Sunday School Class this summer, or building a relationship with a 

child at VBS as a shopkeeper.   Stretching beyond ourselves in ser-

vice grows our faith and it also fills us with that Joy of the Lord, es-

pecially when we hear His Words, ñWell done, good and faithful ser-

vant.ò  Donôt pass up your next opportunity to serve and grow.

The Anglican School of Ministry-Little Rock has merged 

with the Jacksonville Anglican Theological Education Ini-

tiative to form the Anglican School of Ministry.  We now 

have two campuses: our primary campus in Little Rock 

and a second campus in Jacksonville, Florida.  The Rev. 

Dr. Mark Quay is president of the overall school and dean 

of the Little Rock campus.  The Rev. Rob Sanders is dean 

of the Jacksonville campus.  We currently have 54 enroll-

ment/18 full time equivalents and 60 active students for 

the 2008-2009 school year, with a strong potential for at 

least 12 more students for the Fall 2009 term in the Jack-

sonville area.  Fr. Herb was elected as Secretary of the 

Board at the April meeting.
