Disciples are Made with More Than a Sunday Sermon

Seventeenth century Anglican Bishop Jeremy Taylor said, “...the people are fallen under the
harrows and saws of impertinent and ignorant preachers, who think all religion is a sermon.”
Unfortunately, the same is frighteningly true today: some preachers think that disciples are
made through their luminous sermons alone, and some Christians think that a weekly sermon
alone will sustain and mature them. This view is unbiblical, dangerous, and results in
immature and emaciated (and in some cases dying) faith.

Biblical sermons are a vital part of disciple-making, but only a part. Seventeenth century
Anglican poet and priest George Herbert believed that catechizing (interactive study of the
faith) must first include a knowledge of salvation, second further biblical knowledge, and
finally inflaming “this knowledge, to press, and drive it to practice, turning it to reformation
of life, by pithy and lively exhortations.” Herbert realized that one way communication,
such as sermons, were not enough to make true disciples of Jesus. Herbert used the
Anglican Catechism as an interactive question-answer way to help believers or potential
believers to truly understand and put into practice their faith in Jesus Christ.

Going all the way back to the Old Testament, we find that God commands this same
interactive method of disciple-making at home. In the Shema God said,

These commandments that I give you today are to be upon your hearts. Impress them
on your children. Talk about them when you sit at home and when you walk along
the road, when you lie down, and when you get up. Tie them as symbols on your
hands and bind them on your foreheads. Write them on the doorframes of your
houses and on your gates (Deuteronomy 6:6-9).

The parents were not told to merely send their children to an academic setting of synagogue
school or Sunday school, but to impress the commandments upon their children every
teachable moment of the day. Interactive face-to-face disciple-making is the assumed norm
throughout Holy Scripture. Children’s Sunday school, AWANA, Youth Ministry, and
Sunday sermons, partner with the parents to help reinforce what the parents should already
be teaching and modeling at home. This partnership of parent, priest, and youth/children’s
ministry is what makes true disciples of our children and teens.

In His Great Commission Jesus said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to
me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations...” (Matthew 28:18-19). One definition
says, “A man is called a disciple when he binds himself to someone else in order to acquire
his practical and theoretical knowledge...” This preacher is telling you, “It takes more than a
sermon to make a disciple of Jesus!” It also takes spending substantial amounts of time
interacting with and learning from those who are more mature in the faith. As we approach
the fall, I encourage you to take every opportunity to make disciples and to be made

disciples.

Being
agents of his transforming love is the main thing. The Faith
once for all delivered to the saints is the main thing. The au-
thority of the Word of God for living our lives and structuring
our witness is the main thing... Even in organizing this
emerging Anglican Province - a Province in the mainstream
of both global Anglicanism and biblical Christianity - we are
here to illustrate that a system of ratifying or sending-back is
an alternative to spending disproportionate amounts of time
on things that are, in fact, not the “main thing.”...

The House of Bishops of the Province of the Anglican Church
of Rwanda met in Kigali, Rwanda on the 13th of June 2009.
Acknowledging the significant growth of the missionary out-
reach in the USA through the Anglican Mission in the Ameri-
cas, the House of Bishops elected three more bishops and ap-
pointed them to serve in the missionary jurisdiction in North
America. The bishops—elect are: The Rev. Dr. Todd Hunter,
The Rev. Canon Doc Loomis, and The Rev. Silas TAK Yin
Ng. The consecrations will be in September. The Anglican

Mission in the Americas remains within the Anglican Church
of Rwanda, while being an integral part of the new Anglican
province, the Anglican Church in North America.
