In a recent Leadership magazine article
Pastor Mark Labberton tells of a woman
coming into his office to berate him. Upon
reflection, he said, “She was expansive in
the adjectives she used to describe my
deficiencies.” He said, “I recognized some
truth in what she said.” Labberton went on
to say, “By grace, I realized there was
another logic worth considering. It says,
“You are not who you should be, and God
wants to use you anyway.’”

Labberton concludes by saying, “My life
swings between voices calling ‘failure’ and
‘fraud.” The key is not listening to either.
I’'m not as bad as my critics accuse me of
being, but I’'m not as good as I've led some

Waiting: Something most of us aren’t really used to
anymore. Instant gratification: Something we are used
to. No longer must we wait for letters in the mail box,
they are called “snail mail.” Instead, we e-mail or (even
faster) we text. We don’t have to sit down at a restaurant
and wait to be served; we have what we call “fast food.”
We don’t even have to wait for water to boil so we can
make macaroni & cheese or rice. We have Easy Mac
and 90 second rice, duh! So what happens when God
makes us wait? We wonder if He even hears us at all.
But, as I’ve been learning, patience is a very important
thing to have. I’ve been reading a book called Passion
& Purity by Elisabeth Elliot, the wife of missionary Jim
Elliot, who was killed by the Indians to whom he was
ministering in the jungles of Ecuador. In it, she dis-
cusses the importance of waiting on God. She says this:
“I do know that waiting on God requires the willingness
to bear uncertainty, to carry within oneself the unan-
swered question, lifting the heart to God about it when-
ever it intrudes upon one’s thoughts. It is easy to talk
oneself into a decision that has no permanence — easier
sometimes than to wait patiently.” This is something we
all must learn to do if we are to follow God’s path for
our life. We have to wait. And while we are waiting, we
need to be patient and silent, listening intently for God’s
direction. Psalm 46:10 tells us to “Be still and know that
I am God.” If God is speaking to you right now, be still
and listen to Him. If He isn’t, wait on Him. He will.

The Consequences of Refusing a Pardon

In 1830, George Wilson was tried by the U.S. court in
Philadelphia for robbery and murder and was sentenced
to hang. Andrew Jackson, President of the United
States, granted him a presidential pardon. But Wilson
refused the pardon, insisting that it was not a pardon
unless he accepted it. The question was brought before
the U.S. Supreme Court, and Chief Justice John Mar-
shall wrote the following decision: "A pardon is a paper,
the value of which depends upon its acceptance by the
person implicated. It's hardly to be supposed that one
under sentence of death would refuse to accept a pardon,
but if it is refused, it is no pardon. George Wilson must
hang. " And he was hanged.

In a similar way, we must receive the pardon that Jesus
offers to us-the forgiveness of our sins-as an act of our
will. Otherwise, we are not pardoned.
