Fight or Flight? So, What’s The Alternative?

In 1915 Harvard psychologist Walter
Bradford Cannon coined the phrase “fight or
flight” to describe how animals respond to
threats. Psychologists also tell us that the
fight or flight response occurs in us humans
during times of stress or danger. In
interpersonal relationships, 1 believe that
“fight or flight” is our natural unredeemed
response, when we feel attacked. We see it
in marriages — when conflict arises couples
often either fight or flee. We see it in
churches — when conflict arises people often

either fight or flee. Is fight or flight God’s
way, God’s best? I don’t think so!

Conflict at work, home, school, and church
is inevitable. A certain level of conflict is
healthy; it helps us make good well-thought-
through decisions. But when conflict rises
to the level of personal attacks, wounds, and
unforgiveness, conflict becomes painfully
destructive. Both fight and flight tend to
result in bitterness and lasting wounds which
do not heal. Bitterness is a poison. Hanging
on to bitterness is like drinking poison and
thinking it will somehow hurt the person
who wounded you!

In this world where conflict 1s inevitable,
what is God’s solution? Reconciliation.
Reconciliation i1s not just forgiving the
person who wounded you, but intentionally
seeking a friendly relationship with them.
This is what God has done for you and this
is what God expects of us.

Second Corinthians 5:19-21 reminds us:

That God was reconciling the world
to himself in Christ, not counting
men's sins against them. He has
committed to us the message of
reconciliation. We are therefore
Christ's ambassadors, as though
God were making his appeal
through us. We implore you on
Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to

God. God made him who had no

sin to be sin for us, so that in him

we might become the righteousness

of God.
In spite of your sins God forgave you and
reconciled you to Himself and became your
friend. Therefore, in spite of someone else’s
sins/shortcomings/offenses against you, you
should forgive them, be reconciled to them,
befriend them. As Jesus said, “Blessed are
the peacemakers, for they will be called sons
of God” (Matthew 5:9). As painful as it is to
initiate reconciliation, Jesus says that you
will be blessed (happy) when you do it! I
have found this to be absolutely true!

A while back I wounded a friend deeply
through something I said. The Holy Spirit
convicted me; I knew I needed to seek
forgiveness. But [ was embarrassed, afraid to
face her, concerned what others would think,
fearful of seeming weak. Yet, with the help
of God, I humbled myself. I called her and
sincerely said I was sorry and asked for her
forgiveness. Not only did the burden of my
guilt lift from my shoulders, but she sincerely
forgave me and did not hold a grudge. We
were truly reconciled to one another and our
friendship was restored. What joy!!!

A few weeks ago at church, I heard a guy say
that he had said something hurtful to his wife.
He planned to tell her he was sorry and that
he didn’t mean what he had said. Then to his
horror he realized he had meant what he had
said. He confessed his sin to his wife and
asked for her forgiveness. She forgave him
from her heart. Instead fight or flight with
lasting bitterness, they reconciled, they again
befriended one another. Is there someone
you avoid, someone you’ve wounded,
someone who’s wounded you? Be a
peacemaker. Be reconciled. End the pain.

The topic was pluralism and how our soci-
ety today compares with the ancient society at Caesarea
Philippi. It does seem that “anything goes” for us. There
is (and has been) a huge push to equate all religions as be-
ing either the same, or at least similar in that they fulfill an
innate need (placed in each of us) to have something to be-
lieve in. It is the place inside of our soul that God left for
Himself, should we choose to ask Him to live there. It is
getting more difficult to proclaim, let alone defend Christi-
anity. It seems that some discount us altogether, thinking
we as a civilization have moved past that nonsense taught
about Jesus: that He is “God of God, Light of Light, Very
God of Very God; begotten, not made, being of one sub-
stance with the Father, by whom all things were made...”

Not to mention when they leave for
advanced education. Or, not even in education. I visited

If you don’t know what religion you
are, just answer a few questions and they will let you
know! What’s a believer in Jesus to do? Let us continue
to live out the life He calls us to, and pass the Way, the
Truth and the Life to the next generation.

By His Stripes You Were Healed —
October 3, 9-4

With the Rev. Alan W. Hansen, President of ACTS 29 Ministries
at St. Andrew’s in Collierville

The public ministry of Jesus Christ was filled with heal-
ings. Blind eyes were opened. Cripples got up and
walked. Deaf and mute people heard and spoke. Lepers
were cleansed. Those with chronic and long term illness
were instantly cured. The gospel record is clear — Jesus
healed people. But the healing ministry was not limited to
Jesus alone.

At this conference you will learn about the healing minis-
try. Specifically we will address physical healing and learn
about the laying on of hands, anointing with oil, prayers of
agreement, calling down the Holy Spirit, and what type of
prayer is best (command, petition, intercession, etc). We
will model healing so you can see how it can be done. An-
other area we will look at is emotional or “inner healing”
which looks at the many painful things that hurt the
heart. How does Jesus “heal broken hearts” and free those
who are captive and in bondage to fear, addiction, unfor-
giveness, anger, hatred, bitterness and the like? Inner
Healing is just as powerful as physical healing and just as
needed. You will learn the basics of inner healing and par-
ticipate in a full practical exercise.

Each participant will receive a conference workbook with
teaching notes, scriptures, practical instruction and work-
sheets. It is basically a training manual for healing and is a
valuable and permanent part of the conference experi-
ence. If you are in the healing ministry at your church this
will be an excellent opportunity for “continuing educa-
tion.”. If you are interested in learning more about the
ministry of healing this will be a great place to begin. If
you are actually sick and need healing you should come
and attend knowing you will receive healing prayer. The
cost is $15 per person.

Operation Christmas Child -
Samaritan's Purse

It was our pleasure to attend the kick-off meeting this year of
Operation Christmas Child hosted by Bartlett Methodist
Church. Mary Damron was the guest speaker and captured
the audience with compelling true stories that she experi-
enced first hand while delivering shoe boxes around the
world.

Mary first became involved in Operation Christmas Child in
1994 when she drove from her West Virginia home to North
Carolina to deliver 1,200 gift-filled shoe boxes to the head-
quarters of Samaritan's Purse. Franklin Graham, struck by
Mary's deep faith and undaunted spirit, invited her to assist
in a gift distribution overseas. That experience changed her
life. Now Mary travels nationwide speaking on behalf of
Operation Christmas Child, sharing the excitement of bring-
ing the Good News of God's love to millions of hurting chil-
dren.

Following is a list of items and helpful “tips” to consider in
the process of purchasing, packing, and shipping shoe boxes.

® Pray for the child that will receive the box while

selecting and packing items.
® The box top must be wrapped separately from the rest

of the box. The top will need to be removed several
times through out the process of shipping the box out of
this country and into another country.

® Children of all ages love to receive pictures of the

sender, their family and their church family — this gives
the one receiving the box a sense of family. A number
of boxes are delivered to children in orphanages.

Include a tangible item, for example: A doll for girls and

small trucks/tractors for boys.

There is a need of boxes for teenage boys. Most boxes

are for children or teenage girls. Items sought by teen-
age boys are:

Small spiraled bound at the top, pocket sized note-
books, Flashlights, Stuffed animals, Sports item
(small ball, cap, hat), Necklace (Necklaces are worn
by boys in many cultures or given as gifts).

ABSOLUTELY NO GLASS, LIQUIDS OR WAR TOYS
As Mary Damron testified, “I am an example of the extraor-
dinary things God can do through an ordinary person com-
mitted to serve Him.”

The deadline for the boxes is November 8, 2009.
