Pulpit Hangings and Scripture Plaques:
Opportunities for Giving

The Finishings and Furnishings Committee is charged
with the completion and installation of any and all
changes or additions to the furnishings inside our church
buildings. So far we have provided the interior signs
(Laqueta printed the inserts with all the information) and
the two cabinets in the Narthex. Two additional projects
are in progress now and are opportunities for each of us to
provide a tangible gift.

First are the Pulpit Hangings, liturgical adornments to
the front of the pulpit, with appropriate symbols and col-
ors. There are a total of twelve, one for each season in
the church year, plus those for weddings, baptisms, and
special feast days. The cost is $200 each. A complete
list of all Pulpit Hangings is in the office.

Second are Scripture Plaques for the Narthex, Children’s
Ministry Center, and various entrances, which will be
added above the doorways. These will have Bible verses
engraved on panels finished the same as the cabinets but
with gold lettering, like the one already above the center
door to the church. The cost is $100 per Scripture
plaque. Again, a list is in the office.

Mission & Outreach

In the past year God has opened several doors of oppor-
tunity for Faith Anglican Church to minister to "the least
of these." The Men’s Ministry continues to serve dinner
at the 8th Street Mission for Jesus Christ in West Mem-
phis, AR., once a month. In addition, I preached at the
Mission one Saturday evening in October.

I am currently doing a Bible study at the prison in Brick-
eys, AR., on the book of Proverbs, every Friday morning
from 7:00 to 8:30. I am also preaching occasionally on
Sunday evenings. The last time I preached in December
six men made professions of faith and committed them-
selves to follow Jesus.

God has also opened a door for me to preach at Growing
in Grace, a Christ centered 12 step addictions program at
St. Andrews Anglican Church in Little Rock. Every
Wednesday evening Don Blair, the director of Growing
in Grace (GIG), brings together 45 to 60 men and
women who are recovering from various addictions
(aren't we all?), feed them physically with food and
spiritually with the Word. I have been there three times
since December and have had the privilege of assisting
with 7 baptisms of new converts!

Finally, I would like to thank everyone who helped make
the annual Shrove Tuesday silent auction a success. It is
through the continued support of you, the people of
Faith, that we are able to bless ministries like Brother
Kirt's, and 8th Street Mission.
