More and more American Christians are 

realizing that God has made them for 

mission.  God didn’t make us to be passive 

recipients, but on His behalf to engage in His 

mission and for His sake.  The week after 

Easter I attended New Wineskins for Global 

Mission, which is only held once 

every three years.  International 

indigenous archbishops, priests, 

and laypeople, and missionaries 

came from all over the world to 

share their experiences and attend 

workshops.  I’d like to share a 

few of their ―made for missions‖ stories. 
 

American Dr. Scott Kellerman had a highly 

successful medical practice in California.  He 

was asked to go to Uganda to make an 

assessment of the Batwa Pygmies.  He 

graciously agreed to come on a short-term 

mission trip.  After he arrived, Scott realized 

God was calling him to stay.  That first year 

he started a rudimentary clinic, but after more 

than a decade, he now oversees an amazing 

hospital – Bwindi Hospital.  They minister to 

both body and soul in the name of Jesus. 

When asked what the Batwa Pygmies 

appreciated most (medicine, education, etc.), 

they said sitting and talking.  As efficient as 

we are in the West, Scott reminds us that 

relationships are soooo important!  In your 

daily mission from God, remember that 

people don’t care how much you know, until 

they know how much you care. 
 

Anglican Archbishop Edmund Akanya is 

bishop of Kebbi in northwest Nigeria in a 

70% Muslim sharia-compliant state where 

public preaching is outlawed.  He shared how 

in only 20 years they grew the church in this 

region from 4 dioceses to 49 (100s of 

churches).  He reminded us of our mission to 

unashamedly reach out with the love of Jesus 

to those who seem hostile.  All of us need to 

remember that Jesus commands us to ―Love 

[our] enemies and pray for those who 

persecute [us]‖ (Matthew 5:43).  Archbishop 

Akanya also reminded us of Operation 1-1-1, 

asking each Christian to spend one year 

discipling (mentoring) one person in the faith.  

Recently a relatively new Christian asked me 

if they should seek out a mentor to help them 

grow in Christ.  I was thrilled.  I said, 

―Absolutely!  That is how you will become a 

true disciple of Jesus.‖ 
 

Stephen Than, the Anglican 

Archbishop of Myanmar said we 

need a, ―Mission shaped church, not 

church shaped mission.‖  In other 

words, the mission of the Gospel of 

Jesus Christ must shape the church, 

not something else.  Amen!  May 

each and every one of us, our entire 

church be shaped by God’s mission.  May the 

mission to reconcile the world to God 

through Christ be constantly in our thoughts 

as we go through our daily activities. 
 

English Baroness Caroline Cox spoke on 

Islam and the Gospel.  She has been involved 

in missions all over the world, including 

Sudan and Nigeria.  She quoted a church 

leader from Uganda saying, ―Islam invests 

for mission.  As long as corporations only 

invest for profit, Islam will win 

economically.‖  She said that unfortunately 

most western business owners refuse to 

invest with Christian mission in mind.  For 

the loving truth of Jesus to prevail, both 

globally and here at home, we will need to 

invest in mission holistically: evangelism, 

medical, education, small business 

development, etc. 
 

Last month many at Faith rallied to assist the 

Birkbys in the aftermath of the flood.  The 

compassion of Christ was tangible, not only 

to the Birkbys, but to those around them as 

well.  As Jesus said, ―By this all men will 

know that you are my disciples, if you love 

one another‖ (John 13:35). 
 

God has made you for mission, right here in 

America.  Have you discovered your unique 

role in His mission?  If so, go for it!  If not, 

seek His face until His role for you becomes 

clear, for you have been made for mission.

He was charged to stand firm 

and resist the enemy and the evil so pervasive in our cul-

ture.  He was given instruction by men who own large 

companies to not only pursue financial stability, but first 

pursue the Lord and His ways, and then to be responsible 

for earning and being a good steward of God’s provision.  

He was given blessings from the women, and exhortation.  

The evening ended with every adult present surrounding 

this young man and laying hands on him and praying over 

him.  I left with thankfulness that I had been invited to this 

special occasion.  I was glad this young man’s parents real-

ize that the most important inheritance our children have is 

the passing down of our faith to them.  Jesus said in Mat-

thew 13:44:  ―The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hid-

den in a field. When a man found it, he hid it again, and 

then in his joy went and sold all he had and bought that 

field.‖  As we graduate high school or college and move 

on, let us remember that there is nothing in life more valu-

able than our place in the Kingdom and our ability to share 

our faith and salvation with those we love.

Our community is experiencing fear more than any other 

factors, and it is our duty to act to help ourselves.  Parents 

fear that their kids may get involve in drugs, gangs and 

other negatives activities that surround them.  Responsible 

adult fear financial lost due to this crisis.  As a Church, our 

purpose is to reach into our community to help the needy. 

Needy can be spiritual needy or materials needy.  Faith An-

glican Church outreach/inreach team wants to reach our 

hopeless friends to let them know God loves them, that they 

should be hopeful, and to the fearful ones not to fear but to 

joint hands in Christ to overcome our difficulties that make 

us fear.  Some of the activities that Faith Anglican Church 

participate in include: Standing Rock Reservation Ministry, 

Life Blood, Prison ministry, 8th Street Mission, and Walk 

for Life. 
 

Standing Rock Reservation Ministry is coming up in 

June: It offers Vacation Bible School to the children of 

Selfridge and Porcupine. This is one of our foundational 

ministries. Bible school equips our youth for their future. 

Faith Anglican Church encourages parents and kids to 

get involve to learn Bible and to build a relationship with 

God and with their friends. These kids are our future 

leaders. Therefore, we as a church need to coach them 

into a right way by providing them guidance. A contact 

person for this ministry is Annette Kersting.  Pray for the 

mission to Standing Rock which leaves on June 10.  

Life blood is coming up in July: mobile unit will come to 

us.  If someone needs blood, we can donate in that person's 

name.  Primarily, we give blood knowing that is it is needed 

in our community.  Christ gave His blood for us; for the 

same reason, we need to give our blood to our brothers and 

sisters in need.  A contact person for this ministry is       

Annette Kersting. 
 

Prison Mission: Kairos is our primary in-prison ministry 

that introduces Christ and provides continuing support dur-

ing the prison term. It is not that easy to get accepted into 

community after being in jail for a while. However, as a 

church, we help these individuals in getting a place to rent 

and other needs to welcome them back into community. A 

contact person for this ministry is Henry Booth. 
 

The 8th Street Mission provides programs and services to 

the homeless in Eastern Arkansas. This includes emergency 

shelter, a long-term addiction recovery program, health-

care / counseling, educational / occupational training, and 

other vital human services. Faith Anglican Church helps 

this program. A contact person for this ministry is Lance 

Forsdick. 
 

In reach (church members): Members are encouraged to 

minister to other members who might need help with home 

repairs, yard work, or rides to church. Jesus was very con-

cern about the widows and needy in His community. Our 

church has single parents, elders and disables who need our 

help. We can help by cutting yard; help to clean, help tutor-

ing kids after school. Church is people not a building, so if 

we don’t work together then we are not one body.  Pay 

utilities for a member you know is in need or provide food. 

These cares/activities make us Christians. 
 

Walk for Life: Thanks to all who gave to Life Choices. 

There was a surprising turn-out in spite of tornado warnings 

and drenching rain. There were so many people that signed 

up that shirts had to be reordered. They will be delivered to 

church soon.
